UCR'’s Restorative Justice & Diversion Program provides students with the opportunity to have
lower-level infractions and some misdemeanors* dismissed upon completion of the program. The
program is voluntary and is in lieu of prosecution.

UCR Diversion Program (UCRDP) Process

An infraction is committed, and a law
enforcement agency (L.E.A) responds

A non-UCR L.E.A. responds to the UCR-Police Department (UCRPD)

incident and discovers the offender is a responds to the incide_nt L

the case is returned to the referring

Student completed UCRDP within 1 quareter
(2 quarters max). Completion Letter signed by
HWS is sent to student and referring agency.
The infraction is removed from the student’s
record.
